STUDENT COUNCIL

(2002 bay colt by Kingmambo - Class Kris, by Kris S.)

Sire’s Pedigree

Multiple Grade 1 winner Student Council is by one of the greatest European classic-siring
horses of recent times. Advertised for a 2008 fee of $250,000 at Lane's End Farm,
Kingmambo (Mr. Prospector -- Miesque, by Nureyev) is most notably represented this year
by the 3-year-old English and Irish 2000 Guineas winner Henrythenavigator, one of four G1
winners in 2008 for his sire, along with Student Council, Boboman, and Archipenko. The
exciting dual Guineas winner Henrythenavigator, owned by the Coolmore consortium, also
added the prestigious Group 1 St. James's Palace Stakes -- at the Guineas distance of a mile
-- to his resume June 17 and exemplifies what Kingmambo does best: getting high-class
milers, mostly in Europe, on grass. In fact this was also the racing profile of Kingmambo, who
won, among other races, the French 2000 Guineas and the St. James's Palace Stakes. Not
surprising, because Kingmambo had the perfect pedigree to be a high-class miler: his sire,
Mr. Prospector, was an outstanding sprinter and a world-class stallion at the top level with
181 stakes winners (SW's) to his credit; his dam was the legendary Miesque, also a dual
Guineas winner and two-time Breeders' Cup Mile winner; and Miesque's sire, Nureyev,
disqualified from first in the 1980 English 2000 Guineas, was a top-class sire of 137 SW's.

Consider, then, that Henrythenavigator is only following the classic Guineas route set by
other offspring of Kingmambo, such as Bluemamba (French 1000 Guineas), Divine
Proportions (French 1000 Guineas and Oaks), Russian Rhythm (English 1000 Guineas),
Virginia Waters (English 1000 Guineas), and King's Best (English 2000 Guineas). The other
major classic winners for Kingmambo are Light Shift (English Oaks at 12 furlongs), Rule of
Law (English St. Leger at 14 1/2 furlongs), and Lemon Drop Kid (Belmont Stakes at 12
furlongs) -- the only American classic winner of the group and therefore his only classic
winner on dirt.

Kingmambo has also had a classic winner in Japan in Japanese-bred King Kamehameha,
who won the 2400m restricted Japanese Derby in record time of 2:23.3. Now at stud at
Shadai Farm with his first foals 2 in 2008, King Kamehameha, who also won the 1600m NHK
Mile in record time of 1:32.5, is one of two Japanese champions for his sire, along with the
deceased El Condor Pasa, also a winner of the NHK Mile, along with the Grade 1 Japan Cup
and the Group 1 Grand Prix de Saint-Cloud in France. El Condor Pasa was also second to
Montjeu in the Arc. Like El Condor Pasa, Kingmambo's son Alkaased also won the Grand
Prix de Saint-Cloud and the Japan Cup and is now at stud in Japan with Darley's Japanese
operation. In Japan, Kingmambo is also responsible for American Boss, a $3.6 million earner.
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All told, Kingmambo has sired at least 79 SW's, including 40 Group or Graded winners. His
19 individual Group or Grade 1 winners are:

Note that this list is overwhelmingly foreign-raced, with Student Council, Lemon Drop Kid,
and Boboman the only U.S. Grade 1 winners on the select list. Of these three, however, only
Student Council and Lemon Drop Kid won at the highest level on dirt.

Dam’s Pedigree

Aptly named, Class Kris (Kris S. -- Classic Value, by Copelan), the dam of Student Council,
was a tough and classy racehorse, winning the Grade 2 Black Helen Handicap and four
Grade 3 events: the Nijana Stakes, Buckram Oak Handicap, Boiling Springs Handicap and
the Suwanee River Handicap. Altogether, she won 10 races at 3 and 4 and ended her career
with $582,129 in earnings. She had the pedigree and race record to visit Kingmambo.

She has also produced the Grade 3 winner Gradepoint by the expensive Lane's End horse
A.P. Indy, and an unraced daughter by the former inexpensive Lane's End horse Dove Hunt
produced the Lemon Drop Kid SW Sleeping Indian.



The 2nd dam, the Copelan mare Classic Value, was also an impressive racemare: she
earned $396,421 while winning the Grade 3 Las Flores Breeders' Cup Handicap and the
Grade 3 Churchill Downs Breeders' Cup Stakes. Classic Value was also placed in the Grade
1 Santa Monica Handicap.

Like her daughter Class Kris, Classic Value produced a SW and G1-placed horse by A.P.
Indy, $452,262 earner Patriot Act. Other daughters of Classic Value collected by Lane's End
have produced SW's by a variety of Lane's End stallions, including: Grade 2 Indiana Derby
winner and $793,835 earner Don't Get Mad (by Steven Got Even); SW Barkiey Sound (by
Dixieland Band); Grade 3 winner and $593,000 earner Guich Approval (by Guich); and
Canadian SW Approval Rating (by Lemon Drop Kid).

This family, now under the control of Lane's End, was developed earlier by Fred Hooper, who
had a reputation for producing tough racehorses. That is still the case for this family, and
Student Council, a multiple Grade 1 winner with earnings of $1,397,731, is its best example.

COMMERCIAL MARKET EVALUATION

As a stallion prospect in the current breeding climate, Student Council has the credentials in
aces. By one of the world's top stallions from a U.S. graded stakes winning and stakes
producing mare by Kris S., from a family that is steeped in producing tough, high-class stakes
winners, Student Council's pedigree is rock solid, current, and well suited for the American
racing market that now requires racehorses to perform not only on dirt and turf, but also on
synthetic surfaces.

And let's talk synthetic: the Polytracks, cushion tracks, tapetas, etc., are changing the face of
American racing to such a degree that stallion prospects are now required to carry some form
of synthetic credential on their resumes. Mostly, farms are advertising turf form in horses as a
probability of synthetic success, but Student Council actually brings to the table synthetic
success at the highest level: He won the $1 million Grade 1 Pacific Classic at Del Mar in
2007 on Polytrack.

In fact, the horse was smartly purchased from Lane's End's Will Farish by owner Ro Parra on
the advice of speed-fig guru Jerry Brown specifically to race over synthetic tracks, and the
new owner reaped immediate dividends in the Pacific Classic, which was run over Polytrack
for the first time in 2007. That was the year the revamped surface was yielding painfully slow
times, and Student Council's final time of 2:07.29 for the 10 furlongs was a reflection of that
rather than the competition. Remember, Lava Man was also in the field.

Student Council in his next start proved he could also win on conventional dirt when he took
the $500,000 Grade 2 Hawthorne Gold over 10 furlongs in his next start. Again, he happened
to race on a painfully slow course -- the first 6 furlongs went in 1:15.86 -- but he showed his
class by running the final quarter in :24 flat.

The horse showcased his versatility yet again this spring when he won the Grade 1 Pimlico
Special at a mile and three-sixteenths over a muddy track. So far, the only surface he hasn't
won on is turf, which is where his sire rules, so he's covered there anyway by dint of
pedigree!



Sons of Kingmambo are hot commodities now -- Darley has sons at stud in Europe and
Japan, Shadai has sons in Japan, and Coolmore has the best prospect presently in
Henrythenavigator -- based primarily on the early returns of some of his young sons at stud,
such as El Condor Pasa in Japan, King's Best in Europe, and Lemon Drop Kid in the U.S.

And there are some promising young horses knocking on the door. For example, Dalham Hall
Stud's Dubai Destination, standing for 15,000 pounds in England, got Group 1 winner lbn
Khaldun from his first crop at 2 last year. Of course King's Best, without doubt, has been
Kingmambo's best son at stud in Europe with at least 22 SW's to his credit, including at least
12 Group winners, headed by 2008 G1 winner Creachadoir. King's Best is also the sire of
previous G1 winners Dubai Surprise and Proclamation.

Lemon Drop Kid, standing for $35,000 at Lane's End, has slowly risen through the ranks to
become a serious stallion, and his particular success bodes well for Student Council, who
most resembles him as a racehorse. The two of them are, as noted earlier, Kihngmambo's
only G1 winners on dirt, and both achieved success over what is considered stamina trips in
the US. Indeed, Lemon Drop Kid's most important win was the 12-furlong Belmont Stakes!

Student Council, with little Northern Dancer in his pedigree, will be a very attractive stallion
prospect, and he has a real chance to succeed in what is a vastly changing American racing
landscape that not only includes the synthetic surfaces, but also more opportunities for
classic-type horses that have sound pedigrees -- and here | do mean sound in the physical
sense as well.

Student Council will be an ideal mate for a wide range of mares. He would be particularly
suited for Northern Dancer-line mares, including those that also contain Mr. Prospector in
their pedigrees.

Considering his pedigree and his racing class, | believe that Student Council has the
attributes necessary to become a serious Kentucky stallion. | believe you should comfortably
be able to fill his book of 120 mares while standing in the $15,000 to $20,000 stud fee range.
